Entry Requirements
There are no set pre-requisites for this qualification however; you must show:
•	 A satisfactory level of language and literacy skills, which will be established at the time of 

enrolment
•	 A genuine desire to work in the Community Services industry
•	 WA students over 18 may be required to provide a current Police Clearance Check to work
